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1. Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you - Mathew 

7:7 

Father, we bless you, we give you thanks because you are a good God. According to 

Matthew 7:7, you said ask and we shall receive, knock and the door shall be opened, 

seek and we shall find”, we come boldly and with confidence in your word, in the 

name of  Jesus. 

 

2. Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of  you in my prayers; That the God of  our Lord Jesus 

Christ, the Father of  glory, may give unto you the spirit of  wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of  him: 

the eyes of  your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of  his calling and what is 

the riches of  his inheritance in the saints. - Ephesians 1:16-18 
 

Oh Lord, my God, we pray that you will grant unto our man of  God, the spirit of  

wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of  you, that the eyes of  his understanding 

will be enlightened to know the mysteries of  these seasons in the name of  Jesus. 

 

3. Then Daniel went to his house, and made the thing known to Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah, his 

companions: That they would desire mercies of  the God of  heaven concerning this secret; that Daniel and his 

fellows should not perish with the rest of  the wise men of  Babylon  Then was the secret revealed unto Daniel in 

a night vision. Then Daniel blessed the God of  heaven. - Daniel 2:17-19 
 

Oh Lord, God of  heaven and earth, we pray according to Daniel 2:17-19, that by your 

mercies, you will reveal the mysteries of  the kingdom to our man of  God, in visions 

of  the night and in encounters, just like you did to Daniel, in the name of  Jesus. 

 

4. But there is a God in heaven that revealeth secrets, and maketh known to the king Nebuchadnezzar what 

shall be in the latter days. Thy dream, and the visions of  thy head upon thy bed, are these; - Daniel 2:28 
 

Oh God of  Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, according to Daniel 2:28, there is none that 

revealeth secrets except you. We ask therefore, make known the mysteries of  this 

world to our man of  God, that kings, presidents, rulers will know that you alone are 

God and that your mysteries/secrets are with him, in the name of  Jesus. 

 

5. O Belteshazzar, master of  the magicians, because I know that the spirit of  the holy gods is in thee, and no 

secret troubleth thee, tell me the visions of  my dream that I have seen, and the interpretation thereof. - 

Daniel 4:9 

My Father and my God, according to Daniel 4:9, let the dreams and mysteries that 

troubles kings, rulers of  the nations, be revealed unto our man of  God, that they may 

recognize that you are the Holy God, who reveals difficult mysteries to our man of  

God. 
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6. Forasmuch as an excellent spirit, and knowledge, and understanding, interpreting of  dreams, and shewing of  

hard sentences, and dissolving of  doubts, were found in the same Daniel, whom the king named Belteshazzar: 

now let Daniel be called, and he will shew the interpretation. Then commanded Belshazzar, and they clothed 

Daniel with scarlet, and put a chain of  gold about his neck, and made a proclamation concerning him, that he 

should be the third ruler in the kingdom. - Daniel 5:12, 29 
 

We pray according to Daniel 5, that you grant unto our Man of  God, an excellent 

spirit of  knowledge, wisdom and understanding, such as it was found in Daniel, to 

interpret dreams, explain riddles and solve problems, that our man of  God will be 

distinguished in this aspect in the name of  Jesus. 

 

7. And Joseph said unto them, Do not interpretations belong to God? tell me them, I pray you. And Joseph said 

unto him, This is the interpretation of  it: The three branches are three days: And Joseph answered and said, 

This is the interpretation thereof: The three baskets are three days: - Genesis 40:8b,12, 18 

God of  all knowing’s, we know that interpretation of  dreams belong to you, we pray 

oh God, that you give the interpretations of  the mysteries of  these seasons to our man 

of  God, we ask that no mystery should be hidden from him, that our Man of  God will 

speak your mysteries to the nations, in the name of  Jesus. 

 

8. And there was there with us a young man, an Hebrew, servant to the captain of  the guard; and we told him, 

and he interpreted to us our dreams; to each man according to his dream he did interpret. And Joseph said 

unto Pharaoh, the dream of  Pharaoh is one: God hath shewed Pharaoh what he is about to do. - Genesis 

41:12, 25 
 

Oh Lord, my God, we pray that you will grant unto our man of  God access into the 

deep mysteries, that he will provide answers to questions, interpretations to dreams 

and bring solutions to the problems that nations cannot solve, as you did with Joseph 

in the name of  Jesus. 

 

 

9. And he said, unto you it is given to know the mysteries of  the kingdom of  God: but to others in parables; 

that seeing they might not see and hearing they might not understand. - Luke 8:10 
 

My Father and my God, we praying according to Luke 8:10 that you will give unto our 

man of  God, the knowledge of  the secrets of  your kingdom, that he may see, hear 

and understand the mysteries that is embedded in your kingdom in the name of  

Jesus. 

 

10. Then said Jesus unto him, except ye see signs and wonders, ye will not believe. - John 4:48 

Oh Lord my God, we pray that you will open the mysteries of  signs and wonders to 

our Man of  God, that he will be able to reach many nations of  the earth through these 

signs and wonders thereby leading them to believe in your name. 

 

11. But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace, To reveal his 

Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: - 

Galatians 1:15,16 
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Oh Lord, my God, you called our man of  God and separated him by your grace, we 

pray therefore, reveal your son in our Man of  God that he may reveal him to the world 

in the name of  Jesus. 

 

12. And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of  God Almighty, but by my 

name Jehovah was I not known to them.4 And I have also established my covenant with them, to give them the 

land of  Canaan, the land of  their pilgrimage, wherein they were strangers. - Exodus 6:3-4   

Our father and our God, the God that reveals himself  in different ways, we pray that 

you reveal yourself  to our man of  God, in mysteries, signs and wonders such as never 

heard or seen in the past in the name of  Jesus. 

 

13. Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of  Christ, Which in other ages was 

not made known unto the sons of  men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit. 

- Ephesians 3:4-5 

Father in the name of  Jesus, we ask according to Ephesians 3:4-5, that you reveal the 

mystery of  Christ by your spirit to our man of  God. You said you will reveal to your 

apostles and prophets, we pray therefore that you reveal to our prophet now, the 

mystery of  Christ which was not known before in the name of  Jesus. 

 

14. And he said, go thy way, Daniel: for the words are closed up and sealed till the time of  the end. - Daniel 

12:9 

Oh Lord God of  heaven and earth, you said in Daniel 2:9, that these mysteries will be 

revealed at the end of  time, this is the end of  time, we pray oh Lord therefore, reveal 

the mystery to our man of  God according to your word in the name of  Jesus.  

 

15. Yea, whiles I was speaking in prayer, even the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the vision at the beginning, 

being caused to fly swiftly, touched me about the time of  the evening oblation.22 And he informed me, and 

talked with me, and said, O Daniel, I am now come forth to give thee skill and understanding. - Daniel 

9:21-22 

Oh Lord my God, send your angels of  Revelations to give our man of  God skill and 

understanding in the hidden mysteries of  the end time in the name of  Jesus. 

 

16. But Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile himself  with the portion of  the king's meat, nor 

with the wine which he drank: therefore, he requested of  the prince of  the eunuchs that he might not defile 

himself. - Daniel 1:8 

My Father and my God, we pray, give our man of  God strength and purpose of  heart 

to be undefiled that he might receive mysteries from you in the name of  Jesus. 

 

17. The king answered unto Daniel, and said, of  a truth it is, that your God is a God of  gods, and a Lord of  

kings, and a revealer of  secrets, seeing thou couldest reveal this secret. Then the king made Daniel a great 

man, and gave him many great gifts, and made him ruler over the whole province of  Babylon, and chief  of  the 

governors over all the wise men of  Babylon. Then Daniel requested of  the king, and he set Shadrach, 

Meshach, and Abednego, over the affairs of  the province of  Babylon: but Daniel sat in the gate of  the king. - 

Daniel 2:47-49 
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Our father and our Lord, we pray that you reveal the secrets of  kings to our man of  

God that he may become great and sit among rulers in his time. We ask oh Lord, that 

as a result of  this, he may sit at the gate of  nations, that he may be a gatekeeper of  

nations. 

 

18. All the presidents of  the kingdom, the governors, and the princes, the counsellors, and the captains, have 

consulted together to establish a royal statute, and to make a firm decree, that whosoever shall ask a petition 

of  any God or man for thirty days, save of  thee, O king, he shall be cast into the den of  lions.  Now, O king, 

establish the decree, and sign the writing, that it be not changed, according to the law of  the Medes and 

Persians, which altereth not. Wherefore king Darius signed the writing and the decree.  Now when Daniel 

knew that the writing was signed, he went into his house; and his windows being open in his chamber toward 

Jerusalem, he kneeled upon his knees three times a day, and prayed, and gave thanks before his God, as he 

did aforetime. – Daniel 6:7-10 
 

Oh Father, we pray that you will put in our man of  God, an uncompromising spirit of  

boldness that he may obey you above any decree of  man in revealing the deep secret 

of  your kingdom to the nations in the name of  Jesus 

 

19. Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; therefore God, even thy God, hath anointed thee with the 

oil of  gladness above thy fellows. - Hebrews 1:9 

Oh Lord my God, we pray, cause the heart of  our man of  God to love righteousness 

and hate iniquity, that he may be exalted above his fellows with mysteries of  signs 

and wonders in the name of  Jesus. 

 

20. Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: 

- Colossians 1:26 

Oh Lord, we pray, reveal the mystery of  who you are that has been kept hidden for 

ages and generations past, to our man of  God, that he may reveal them to the saints 

in the name of  Jesus. 

 

21. And of  the children of  Issachar, which were men that had understanding of  the times, to know what Israel 

ought to do; the heads of  them were two hundred; and all their brethren were at their commandment. - 1 

Chronicles 12:32 
 

My God, my Lord, we pray, give unto my man of  God understanding of  the times, 

that he may know what the people, the church, the nation’s ought to do at all times, 

that all his counterparts may hearken to the word of  the Lord through his voice in the 

name of  Jesus  
   

22. Then King Darius wrote to all the nations and peoples of every language in all the earth: “May you prosper 

greatly! “I issue a decree that in every part of my kingdom people must fear and reverence the God of Daniel. 

“For he is the living God and he endures forever; his kingdom will not be destroyed, his dominion will never 

end. -  Daniel 6:25-26 

My Father and my God, we pray that by the mysteries revealed to our man of God, the 

whole nations will be converted to know the only true God in the name of Jesus.
